Celebrating Life in Communion with Christ
“Blest Are They”

Back when I was at Our Lady of Ransom Parish, a “new” song came out called
“Blest Are They.” It is a beautiful rendition of Matthew’s Beatitudes set to music. Being
a young priest back then, I convinced a group of the parishioners (some younger, some
older) to do a liturgical dance with me. Since the words of this song follow the Gospel
exactly, we planned to do our dance in place of reading the Gospel. Well, the Pastor got
wind of our plans and asked if we would do this dance at his Mass as well. He also asked
if he could join us. Having learned early in my priesthood how many blessings come to a
person who gives the Pastor what he asks for, I immediately agreed.

I realize that not everyone likes the idea of liturgical dance, and I have certainly seen
my share of less than inspiring liturgies. I am also not much of a dancer (no testimonies
please from those who saw me at the sweet sixteen party last week). However, I used my
knowledge of sign language to choreograph the dance and to communicate the message
of the Gospel. That Sunday morning, we were all nervous and not sure that we could
remember any of the signs, the song or the steps. You may not believe this, but it was
beautiful. People actually cried! As emotional as it was to the congregation, it was even
more powerful for those of us dancing. Even today, I cannot hear that song without
thinking of those signs and doing that dance.

Why should this one Gospel be so powerful? Most of us hardly understand what
Jesus is really saying. Most people act like these are some kind of new commandments
that Jesus is giving us. I believe the power of the Beatitudes comes from that one word
which is repeated in every line of the Gospel: Blessed. They are blessed; they are
blessed; you are blessed. According to Matthew, this is Jesus’ first major speech. This is
his inaugural teaching. Jesus comes to bring blessings. And Jesus is bringing those
blessings not to the rich, not to the holy, and not to those follow His commandments.
Jesus brings His blessings to all those who need them: the poor in spirit, the meek, the
suffering. And after repeatedly using my hands to tell this story and bless the people who
were listening in church that day, I finally understood: Jesus is still bringing His
blessings to us.

(Por qué es tan poderoso este Evangelio? La mayoria de nosotros no entende-
mos lo que Jesus nos esta diciendo. Mucha gente actia como si Jestis nos estd dando
unos nuevos mandamientos. Yo creo que el poder de las bienaventuranzas esta en la pa-
labra que se repite en cada verso del Evangelio: Bendito. Ellos son benditos; ellos son
benditos; ti eres bendito. Seglin Mateo este fue el primer gran discurso de Jests. Esta es
su ensefianza de apertura. Jests viene a traer bendiciones. Jesus esta trayendo estas ben-
diciones no a los ricos, no a los santos y no a aquellos que siguen sus mandamientos.
Jesus esta trayendo estas bendiciones a todos aquellos que lo necesitan: los que tienen
espiritu de pobre, los mansos, los que sufren. Después de usar mis manos repetidamente
para contar esta historia y bendecir a las personas presente en la iglesia ese dia, yo en fin
entendi: Jests todavia esta trayendo bendiciones a nosotros.
